III. Purposes of the District Convention shall be: 
              A. To elect twenty Democratic State Central Committee members; 
              B. To consider resolutions; and 
              C. To conduct such other business as may properly come before the convention. 
 
IV. Organization of the District Convention:  
The District Democratic Convention shall be organized in the following manner. All Democrats who are registered voters within 
the district may attend the District Convention. The Convention attendees will sign-in between 9:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. and 
have their names checked against a registered voters list for their jurisdiction. Registration will cease at 10:00 a.m. with the 
exception that anyone in line at 10:00 a.m. will be eligible for registration. After registration, attendees may join the jurisdiction 
caucus composed of other residents of their jurisdiction. The jurisdictions shall nominate members to the State Central Com-
mittee as set forth below. Upon completion of the jurisdiction caucuses, the District Convention shall meet, elect State Central 
Committee members and transact other business.  
 
V. Participation and Outreach  
Participation in District Democratic Convention is open to all registered voters who wish to participate as Democrats. All meet-
ings shall be open to all members of the Democratic Party regardless of race, sex , age, color, creed, national origin, religion, 
ethnic identity, sexual orientation, economic status, or disability, and all meetings shall be publicized fully. 
 
VI. Declaration  
All persons participating in the Convention shall sign a Declaration form which includes an affirmation that the person is a resi-
dent of, and registered to vote in, the Congressional District; does not intend to support any candidate who is opposed to the 
Democratic nominee in the next ensuing general election; is a Democrat; is not a member of any other political party; and has 
not participated and will not participate in the nominating process of any other political party for the 2009 general election.  
 
VIII. Election of Members of the State Central Committee 
The twenty members of the Democratic State Central Committee from the Congressional District shall be elected by jurisdiction 
caucuses and the names of persons elected shall be presented to the convention for election. The caucuses shall elect the 
following numbers of State Central Committee members: 
 
Alexandria, 4 Members (2 female and 2 male); Arlington, 7 Members (3 female and 4 male); 
Fairfax, 8 Members (4 female and 4 male); Falls Church, 1 Member (1 female) 
 
Pre-filing is required to be elected to the State Central Committee from the Congressional District. Persons wishing to be 
elected are required to pre-file with the District Chair by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, May 8, 2009. The form must be received by the 
Chair by the set time. Pre-filing shall be by mail, hand-delivery or fax, provided that the form is received by the designated 
deadline. Pre-filing by e-mail is not permitted.  The form can be downloaded:  http://www.va8thcddems.org/2009-convention/.

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Six Do’s and a Few Don’ts   
Inexpensive Ways to Save Energy and Water for  

Your Budget, Your Home and Your Planet  
 

1. Do Buy Surge Protectors/Power Bars -  It can be hard to remember to unplug all appliances from the walls. 
With surge protectors and power bars, you only have to unplug one plug. 

2. Fix Leaky Faucets – An unrepaired leaky faucet can account for 13% of home water usage. You can fix it 
yourself, or, hire a plumber if you’re not “handy”.  

3. Arrange Furniture Properly - Make sure your furniture isn't blocking vents or baseboards so that heated or 
cooled air can circulate. 

4.  Exhaust Fan Covers - Cover your kitchen and bathroom exhausts to keep both warmed and cooled air from 
escaping.  Removable covers can be purchased for these exhaust fans. 

5. Aerators – Do put them on your faucets to save water. There are several types now that decrease water us-
age but keep pressure high.   

6. Door Sweep - If it's drafty in the space between the bottom of your door and the floor, buy and install an inex-
pensive door sweep.

1. Don’t drive like a teenager , speeding and slowing. Aggressive driving can lower fuel efficiency by as much 
as 33%.   

2. Don’t use cleansers and personal care products that  contain triclosan  or other antibacterial agents. Pub-
lic health officials say that antibacterials cause increased resistance to antibiotics. Use simple soap and hot wa-
ter for cleaning, and use body soaps and lotions that do not say “antibacterial” or “fights germs” on the label. 

3. Don’t leave the lights on  when you leave the room. You could save as much as $100 per year in electricity 
costs by turning off a 100-watt light bulb when you’re not using the light. 

4. Don’t leave the computer on  if you’re away more than 2 hours, and don’t leave the monitor on if you’re away 
longer than 20 minutes. Plug your electronics into an energy-saving power strip, and reduce energy use by as 
much as 40%. 

5. Don’t leave the water running  when you’re brushing your teeth.  Turning off the tap can save up to 8 gallons 
of water a day; that’s 240 gallons a month – saving hundreds on your water bill each year - not to mention saving 
the water for people and other living things on the planet.
