Learn how Alexandria’s eSlate voting system works . For an online demonstration, go to www.
alexandriavoter.org and click on “eSlate Voting System.” In addition, every polling place will have a demonstra-
tion machine so you can practice before you cast your official vote. And, eSlate is completely accessible to vot-
ers with disabilities.  

Vote mid-day if possible . Polls are open from 6 a.m. to 7 p.m., but lines at rush hour could be as long as two 
hours. Vote between 10 a.m. and 3 p.m. to reduce wait time if you have the flexibility.   

Arrange for a ride, if needed . The Alexandria Department of Transportation will arrange special transportation 
for persons with disabilities. Call 703.838.3800 for information. The two major political parties also provide rides 
to the polls.

Save time and bring an ID:  You do not need to show your voter registration card to vote, although some form 
of government identification (such as your voter card or a Virginia Driver’s License) will save you time.  If you 
don’t have an ID, you may sign an Affirmation of Identity instead (Exception:  First-time Virginia voters who reg-
istered by mail and did not send a copy of their ID are required to show ID or vote provisionally.  But, the Elec-
toral Board will count it automatically. 

Turn off your cell phone.  Virginnia Election Law prohibits the use of communication devices, including cell 
phones and PDAs, within the polling place.  When youu pass the 40-foot “No Campaigning” line you are there 
to vote and that’s it.  Voters are not allowed to influence their fellow voters or be influenced by phone or in per-
son.   

Watch what you wear.  The state Board of Elections has issued a policy that forbids voters from wearing cam-
paign t-shirts, buttons, caps, or lapel stickers within the polling place.  Voters will be asked to remove or cover 
these types of items until they leave the polling place and are back outside the 40-foot “No Campaigning” zone. 

Bring your kids . Children 15 and under can accompany you to the voting booth. It demonstrates the impor-
tance of voting and good citizenship. 

Don’t be late.  The hardest legal deadline in public administration is the 7 p.m. polls-closing time. Promptly at 7 
p.m. a sworn election officer will be stationed at the end of the voting line to close the polls. If you’re in line at 
that time, you will be permitted to vote. If not, you will not be allowed to vote.  It’s the law and precinct election 
officers take an oath to uphold it. Don’t get shut out.

The State Board of Elections has issued a more definitive policy concerning prohibited activity within the polling place. With 
this election, no person, including voters, will be allowed to  “show, display, or exhibit any material, object, item, advertise-
ment, or piece of apparel, which has the purpose of expressly advocating the election or defeat of a clearly identified candi-
date or issue.”  … In other words, voters may not wear campaign t-shirts, buttons, caps, or lapel stickers within the polling 
place.  
  
Our election officers will be enforcing this rule, by asking voters to remove or cover the item until they leave the polling 
place and are back outside the 40-foot “no campaigning” zone. If the voter is wearing a shirt that cannot be covered, we will 
save the person's spot in line while they turn the shirt inside-out. We will also have a few cover-ups that the voter can put on 
while he/she is voting.  
  
[Please note that during absentee voting, no voter has objected to being asked to cover up a campaign button or t-shirt,)
